AGREEMENT FOR A STUDENT EXCHANGE PROGRAM

understanding, Beijing Normal University, China(hereinafter referred to as BNU) and Yaroslavl
State Pedagogical University (hereinafter referred to as YSPU) agree to facilitate the educational

exchange of students.

DEFINITIONS

In this Agreement for a Student Exchange Program:

“Home University” means the University from which a student intends to
graduate or the university which is the regular employer of staff
participants;

“Host University” means the University, which has agreed to host
Exchange participants; and

“Exchange” means a one-for-one exchange of students from each
university.

The Exchange program is open to both undergraduate and graduate students.

Each Party shall appoint a coordinator who shall be responsible for the
development and conduct of the Exchange.

Exchange candidates shall be nominated by the Home University and shall be
approved by the Host University according to normal procedures.

Students shall remain registered at the Home University throughout the
period of the Exchange.

Students shall be expected to meet the language proficiency requirements
of the Host University.

Students shall be free to choose courses from the full range of courses

available at the YSPU and BNU provided the students satisfy the
individual course prerequisites and space is available.
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d) Participation in the Exchange shall not give students any preference or
special status to register for a degree programme at the Host University
subsequent to the completion of an academic session under the Exchange.

3.4 Students shall register full-time at the Host University for one academic semester
or for a maximum of one academic year. An academic year at YSPU includes
both the fall (September-December) and winter (January-April) sessions. An
academic year at BNU includes both the fall (September-January) and Spring
(February-July) sessions

3.5 During each year of the Exchange, a maximum of four (4) semester students may
be exchanged between both universities. The annual number of students
exchanged may be altered by mutual agreement of the Parties.

It is expected that there will be a balance in the number of Exchange students
hosted and received by both universities during the period of the Agreement. In
assessing balance, two (2) students each participating in the Exchange for one (1)
academic session/semester shall be regarded as equivalent to one (1) student
participating in the Exchange for two (2) academic sessions/semesters.

3.6 - Financial responsibility for Students shall be based on the following:

a) A fundamental principle of the Exchange shall be that students shall not
pay tuition at the Host University. Students shall pay tuition for their
respective programmes at the Home University.

b) The Host University shall waive institutional application/enrolment fees
for incoming Exchange Students. Miscellaneous fees such as special
course fees, books, insurance fees, etc. charged by the Host University
will be paid directly by each exchange student..

c) Students shall be expected to pay for all personal expenses, including but
not limited to transportation, accommodation, meals, books, visas, health
insurance and entertainment.

d) Students shall be responsible to obtain adequate medical/health insurance
coverage to the satisfaction of the Host University.

e) Students shall be advised of any mandatory fees assessed by the Host
University as a condition of enrolment, in their offer of admission from
the Host University.

3.7 At the end of the academic year or upon request, the Host University shall send
to the Home University an official transcript of the academic achievement of
each student.

40  GENERAL
4.1 Host University shall assist Exchange participants in locating suitable

accommodation, shall offer a campus orientation, and shall provide advice
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regarding matters which may enhance the Exchange experience.

4.2 Exchange participants shall be bound by the rules and regulations of the Host
University and the laws of the host country during the Exchange.
4.3 This Agreement will come into force upon signature by the authorized

representatives of both universities(the date being that of the final signature).
Both parties reserve the right to terminate this agreement upon written notice

given six months prior to the termination date becoming effective.
